Objectives and Investment Policy

Objective The fund aims to generate an attractive level of current
income by investing in a diversified range of global fixed income and
equity related securities, with a secondary objective of long-term capital
appreciation, using prudent investment management principles.

Investment Policy The fund aims to achieve this objective by typically
investing at least 50% of its total assets in fixed income instruments and
securities (which are loans that pay a fixed or variable rate of interest)
issued by entities from around the world which in the investment
advisor's view provide a consistent and attractive level of income. The
fund also invests in income producing equity and equity related
securities (such as company shares, preferred stock and participatory
notes). Equity securities and equity-related securities will be selected
using the RAE Fundamental methodology, which selects and weights
stocks by fundamental measures of company size rather than by market
capitalisation and then incorporates additional active insights on
measures such as quality and momentum, among other factors, to seek
to provide an attractive current yield and long-term capital appreciation.

The fund may invest in both “investment grade” and “non-investment
grade” securities and may invest up to 50% in “non-investment grade”
securities. Non-investment grade securities are considered to be more
risky, but typically produce a higher level of income.

The fund will invest in both developed and emerging market countries.
Emerging market countries are those which in investment terms are still
developing.

The fund is considered to be actively managed in reference to a blend of
the following two indices: the Bloomberg U.S. Aggregate Bond Index
and the MSCI ACWI High Dividend Yield Index weighted 75%/25%
respectively (together the “Benchmark”) by virtue of the fact that the
Benchmark is used for calculating the global exposure of the fund using
the relative VaR methodology and for performance comparison
purposes. Certain of the fund’s securities may be components of and
may have similar weightings to the Benchmark.

However, the Benchmark is not used to define the portfolio composition

of the fund or as a performance target and the fund may be wholly
invested in securities which are not constituents of the Benchmark. The
fund may invest in derivative instruments (such as futures, options and
swaps) rather than directly in the underlying securities themselves. The
derivatives return is linked to movements in the underlying assets.

The assets held by the fund may be denominated in a wide variety of
currencies. The investment advisor may use foreign exchange and
related derivative instruments to hedge or implement currency positions.

The fund may invest in derivative instruments (such as futures, options
and swaps) rather than directly in the underlying securities themselves.
The derivatives return is linked to movements in the underlying assets.

Share Class Currency Hedging This share class seeks to limit the
shareholder’s currency risk by reducing the effect of exchange rate
fluctuations between the share class currency and any non-active
currency exposures of the fund.

Credit and Default Risk A decline in the financial health of an issuer of
a fixed income security can lead to an inability or unwillingness to repay
a loan or meet a contractual obligation.
